


Gold Member
A $5,000 donation could help provide early literacy training and school readiness preparation to 
62 preschool children for a year through the JLB’s new Success by Six program. Or, it could help 
refurbish a playground at a local elementary school, giving children a much needed opportunity 
to exercise their minds and bodies.

Silver Member
A $2,500 donation could help train volunteers to provide tax preparation and financial advisory 
services for Birmingham’s low-income families through the JLB’s partnership with the SaveFirst 
program. A $2,500 donation could also provide a year’s funding for the WATCH program, 
training JLB volunteers to monitor domestic abuse cases in the Jefferson County court system. 

Bronze Member
A $1,000 donation could provide 360 hot meals through Meals on Wheels. And while extreme 
budget concerns restrict the opportunities of  local school children, a $1,000 donation could 
also help fund the aspirations of  a teacher working to provide innovative programs to his or her 
students through the JLB’s Teacher Take Wing project.
